                                            Introduction

Groveport Madison High School is a member of the Ohio High School Athletic Association and the 

Ohio Capital Conference and abides by the rules and regulations of each.  The following are Athletic 

Department Policies and Guidelines as approved by the Groveport Madison Board of Education.  
These Policies and Guidelines apply to participants in grades 7-12.  Participation in athletics is a privilege
 that should not be taken lightly, this privilege will come with expectations as outlined throughout this handbook.
It is the responsibility of the student athlete, coaching staff, and administration to adhere to all rules and 

regulations adopted by the Board of Education and the Athletic Department and to see to it that these 

standards are consistently maintained.  
Each team may have rules and regulations that go beyond the Code of Conduct.  These rules and 

Regulations will be on file in the Athletic Office.

Athletic Philosophy

The Groveport Madison Local School District believes that participation in athletics, both as a player and as a

spectator, is an integral part of the student’s educational experience.  That participation is a privilege, not a right,

that carries with it responsibilities to the school, the team, the student body, the community, and to the participant

themselves.

Interscholastic athletics are considered a supplement to the school’s program of education, which strives to provide

experiences that will help to develop the participant physically, mentally, socially, and emotionally.  Students

participating in the interscholastic program are at an excellent age to learn good sportsmanship, to learn the meaning

of competing to build character, and to develop personal qualities which will enable them to become successful

citizens as well as athletes.  Should a student-athlete be disciplined through the classroom, the consequences will follow all athletic opportunities for the duration of the punishment. 
The emphasis at the middle school level is on the development of fundamental skills, attitudes, and student

participation.  As athletes progress through the various levels of competition from middle school to varsity, they will

be subject to a process that will be more selective and competitive than the program they are leaving.

Code of Ethics

Individual and team success in sports results from commitment.  Making such commitments reflects the athletes maturity

as well as his/her dedication to family, friends, school and team.  Groveport Madison student athletes display this

maturity and dedication by agreeing to be held to the standards of the following Code of Ethics.

1. To be a worthy representative of Groveport Madison athletics, abiding by school and community expectations

               and reflecting the values of commitment, hard work and good citizenship.

2. To maintain health and fitness levels by following team training rules and not getting involved in substance

               abuse.

3. To accept the responsibilities of team membership:  cooperation, support of teammates, shared responsibilities

               positive interaction, and mutual respect.

4. To reflect the good teaching and direction of family, school and coaches by expressing feelings and ideas

               intelligently and appropriately.

5. To understand that commitment to victory includes committing to attend every practice unless excused

               by the coach.

6. To understand that becoming a responsible adult relates more to academic activities than athletic activities.

7. To find time to satisfy family relationships and responsibilities.

Student athletics shall abide by this code of ethics which reflects the honor and respect that participation in the interscholastic

 program affords.  Any conduct that results in dishonor to the athlete, the team, or the school will not be tolerated. 

Violation and Consequences:

The coach and/or the athletic director will review any violation.  Penalty may be partial exclusion and/or removal

from the team or athletic programs for up to one (1) calendar year.
 The Athletic Director and/or Principal will always have the ultimate say in disciplinary actions along with the Head Coach.
SPORTSMANSHIP EXPECTATIONS OF 

COACHES, DIRECTORS, AND SPONSORS

· Always set a good example for participants and fans to follow exemplifying the highest moral and ethical behavior.

· Instruct participants in proper sportsmanship responsibilities and demand that they make sportsmanship and ethics the Number 1 priority.

· Respect the judgment of contest officials.  Abide by rules of the event and display no behavior that could incite fans.

· Treat opposing coaches, directors, participants and fans with respect.  Shake hands with officials and the opposing coach in public.

· Develop and enforce penalties for participants who do not abide by sportsmanship standards.

EXPECTATIONS OF STUDENT PARTICIPANTS 
· Treat teammates with respect.

· Treat opponents with respect.  Shake hands prior to and after contests.

· Respect the judgment of contest officials.  Abide by rules of the contest and display no behavior that could incite fans.

· Cooperate with officials, coaches or directors and fellow participants to conduct a fair contest.

· Accept seriously the responsibility and privilege of representing your school and community.  Display positive public action at all times.

· Live up to the high standard of sportsmanship established by the coach or director.

· You must travel with the team unless granted permission by your Head Coach with signed permission slip for Emergencies Only.
· Profanity will not be tolerated, EVER!
· School discipline will carry over to athletic opportunities.

· Remember, IMAGE is everything.

· Always clean up after yourself.  Keep your equipment, uniforms and facilities clean at all times.

· Facebook and MySpace must be clean, nothing to show a poor image of GMHS Athletics. If wearing a GMHS uniform, the page must be clean and respectful according to our code of conduct. Code of Conduct penalties shall apply to Myspace and Facebook websites.
EXPECTATIONS OF PARENTS, STUDENTS AND OTHER FANS

· Realize that a ticket is a privilege to observe a contest and support high school activities, not a license to verbally assault others or to be generally obnoxious.

· Respect decisions made by contest officials.

· Is an exemplary role model by positively supporting teams in every manner possible including content of cheers and signs.

· Respect fans, coaches, directors and participants.

· Never call out a coach during practice or competition.  Always address concerns in a calm manner through a scheduled appointment.

· BE A FAN – NOT A FANATIC.
1.
REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPATION
As an athlete, you are not eligible to participate in any sport until the following items have been completed:

A. Parental/Athlete Acknowledgement of Athletic policies, signed by parent and athlete, and on file in the Athletic Office. (Code of Conduct agreement located on last page of handbook).

B. Physical examination completed and on file in the Athletic Office.  A physical exam is needed no less than once each school year.       

1. Any student who is found to have a health condition which may be life-threatening to self or 

other’s shall not be allowed to participate until the situation has been analyzed by a medical review panel that has determined the conditions under which the student may participate.  The District shall assume no liability for any student with a health condition who has been authorized to play by the parents and their physician.          

2. Any student who incurs an injury requiring a physician’s care is to have the written approval of a 

physician prior to the student’s return to participation and be cleared through our trainer.
                      3.
In order to minimize health and safety risks to student-athletics and maintain ethical standards, school personnel, coaches, athletic trainees, athletic trainers, and lay coaches should never dispense, supply, recommend, or permit the use of any drug, medication or food supplement for performance-enhancing purposes.
                                             

C. Emergency Medical form completed and returned to your coach and on file in the Athletic Office.

D. All scholastic eligibility requirements have been met.

E. All other Ohio High School Athletic Association requirements must be met.

F. All other Groveport Madison Local Schools requirements must be meet. 

2.
PARENTAL ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF ATHLETIC POLICIES

At the time a student/athlete expresses an interest in athletics in the Groveport Madison Local Schools he/she will be issued this handbook and all the necessary forms for participation.  Each student/athlete and parent/guardian will read all materials and certify that they understand and will abide by these rules.  This signed document will be filed in the Athletic Director's Office.

3.
RISK OF PARTICIPATION
Participation in interscholastic athletics can lead to possible injury to student athletes.  Although most injuries are minor in nature, it is possible that an injury could occur that is severe enough to cause a person to become paraplegic or quadriplegic or result in death.  Groveport Madison Local Schools and staff take every precaution to prevent such injuries, but such risk does exist.

4.
INSURANCE
Groveport Madison Local Schools do not provide accident insurance for the athlete.  Information about a policy that parents can purchase to cover student athletes can be obtained from your coach or the athletic department.

The Ohio High School Athletic Association provides Lifetime Catastrophic Accident Insurance covering injuries exceeding $25,000. 

5.
SCHOLASTIC ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Student athletes must meet all OHSAA scholarship requirements.  In order to be eligible in grades 10-12, a student must be currently enrolled and must have been enrolled in school the immediate proceeding grading period.  During the preceding grading period, the student must have received passing grades in a minimum of five one-credit courses, or the equivalent, which lead toward graduation.  A student enrolling  in the 9th grade must have passed 75% of those subjects carried the preceding grading period in which the student was enrolled.   Students in grades 7-8 must pass 75% of the courses attempted to be eligible the following grading period.

The Groveport Madison Board of Education requires students in grades 7-8 to attain a minimum grade point average of 1.0 (with exception to the 1st quarter of both 7th and 9th grades) and grades 9-12 to attain a minimum grade point average of 1.50 as a condition of their participation in inter-scholastic athletics.

*In Addition to the eligibility requirements established by the OHSAA, to be eligible for an interscholastic extra-curricular activity a student may have a failing grade in a class but must maintain at least (GPA of 1.5) for the grading period prior to the grading period in which he/she wishes to participate.

Ineligible students for (GPA ONLY) are not permitted to participate in any contest from the end of the eligibility period through the third week of the grading period.  A weekly eligibility will be conducted and the athlete will become eligible it if they maintain a GPA of 1.5.

The eligibility or ineligibility of a student continues until the start of the fifth (5th) school day of the next grading period, at which time the grades from the immediate preceding grading period become effective. Exception: Eligibility or ineligibility for the first grading period commences with the start of the fall sports season.

6.
POLICY:  TOBACCO, ALCOHOL AND OTHER DRUGS: GMHS DOES DRUG TESTING AND VIOLATIONS OF ANY REQUIREMENT AND EXPECTATION STATED IN THIS HANDBOOK, THE FOLLOWING SHALL APPLY.
A. Together with the Ohio High School Athletic Association, the Groveport Madison Board of Education recognizes that the use and abuse of tobacco, alcohol and other drugs has a negative effect on behavior, learning and athletic development and performance.  In addition, the use and abuse by an athlete affects teammates, family members and other significant members in his/her life.  The Board further recognizes that representing the Groveport Madison Local Schools in any athletic contest is a privilege that calls upon its student athletes to demonstrate the highest qualities of citizenship and leadership throughout the entire year.  Student athletes shall not attend or remain in attendance at functions in which peer group/underage alcohol or illegal drug use takes place.  It should be recognized that this type of activity might creates a negative reflection on both the individual and the athletic program.  Therefore, a year-round Code of Conduct is established for student athletes.

B. Student athletes of the Groveport Madison Local School District shall not use, possess, give, sell or otherwise transmit, or be under the influence of any drug, or counterfeit drug, the possession or use of which is prohibited by law.  This includes narcotics, inhalants, hallucinogenic drugs, alcohol, amphetamines, anabolic steroids, cocaine, intoxicants or other controlled substances of any kind.  The use or possession of any kind of tobacco products is also prohibited.  The use of any legitimately possessed substance for an illegal or abusive purpose falls within the prohibition of this paragraph.

C. This policy will be subject to enforcement and/or disciplinary action by the athletic department and administration for twelve (12) months of the year.  Additionally, offenses in violation of this policy are accumulative:

1. During a student's participation in athletics at the middle school level.

2. During a student's participation in athletics at the high school level. (Middle school accumulation ends and high school accumulation begins with eighth grade graduation.)

Off-site drug testing will no longer be an option.  If you are called and fail to test while not excused from school, you will be considered to be a positive test.  All positive tested athletes will be tested on the next five testing dates at their expense ($27.00 each time).
D. Terms: - Suspensions apply to regular season contest only and students remain ineligible for post-season competition as long as any carryover consequences exist.  Season is considered to run through the awards night.  Failure to attend the awards night may result in forfeiture of awards earned. Notwithstanding the consequences for violation of the Athletic Code of Conduct which follow, the Athletic Director or other person designated by the Principal, may exclude the student athlete from all athletic participation for one (1) calendar year for a violation which involves the selling or distributing of any quantity of illegal drugs, counterfeit drugs, or controlled substances.

E. Violations and Consequences:

         First Violation - Denial of participation for two calendar weeks or five 



         contests/performances/meetings whichever occurs first. If applicable and the student agrees to                                                     
         take advantage of an appropriate educational program (in most cases drug. alcohol, tobacco, or 
         substance abuse program) as determined by either the principal, athletic director, or a drug counselor,    
         the denial will be cut in half (one week suspension or three contest/performances and or meetings).

If the student has taken advantage of an appropriate educational program, any time missed from his/her activity will be counted as an excused absence, for that activity.

If the violation is at the end of the activity, the penalty will go into the next activity; or if the student is not involved in another activity that semester, he/she will meet with the Principal to plan an appropriate disciplinary program.

Second Violation - Denial of participation for six calendar months and loss of award for which the student may have qualified but not yet received. 

Before a person would be allowed to take part in any extra-curricular activity they must enter an intervention program designated by the building principal or counselor.  If such program was required and the participant does not take part, they will be denied participation for an additional six months.
                     Third Violation - Denial of participation for one full calendar year from date of violation.

F. Commentary:  

1) Any violation occurring during the penalty period of the third violation will be 

    considered the same as a third violation.  Any time left in the initial third violation will 

    be served concurrently with all future third violations.



2)    Violations can occur any time during a calendar year.



3)    "Self-Referral" - Students and any concerned adult may employ a "self-referral"                     


       
        procedure to seek information, guidance, counseling, and assessment in regard to  


                      any extracurricular participant's use of tobacco, alcohol, and/or other drugs.               


      
        Once a student has been identified as having violated one of the rules, self-referral is no 

               longer an option.    One "self-referral" will be permitted for the student or participant, per

               six-month period.




4)    In all situations, the coach or advisor will notify the athletic director and principal of what 

                                    has happened.


7. 
 DUE PROCESS PROCEDURES
Student athletes and his or her parent or guardian are to be advised of the Athletic Code of Conduct at the beginning of each season or activity, or at the time of entry into a program.  The code is to be explained to student athletes by the Head Coach, Advisor or an assistant.

Procedures for Exclusion from Participation:
a.
The student athlete shall be given written notice on an official school form of the intention to exclude from participation which shall include the reason (s) for exclusion from participation and notification of the right to be heard informally regarding the reasons, and of the right to appeal any action to the Principal.

b.
The Athletic Director, or other person designated by the Principal, shall conduct the informal hearing if such is requested.  If the reasons for exclusion from participation are upheld, the Athletic Director in accordance with Board Policies shall exclude the student athlete from participation.

c.
The parent or guardian shall be contacted by telephone of the exclusion from participation when possible.  Within 24 hours following exclusion a letter of notification will be sent to the parent or guardian specifying the reason (s) for the student athlete's exclusion from participation, the period of time for the exclusion, and options, if any.

d.
The student athlete and/or the parent or guardian may appeal exclusion from participation by the Athletic Director to the Principal.  A written request for appeal must be made no later than seven (7) days following receipt of the written notification in paragraph "c" above.

e. To appeal the decision of the Principal the Student Athlete and/or Parent or Guardian may request a hearing with the Assistant Superintendent for Pupil Services.

8.
DEFINITIONS 
A. A student athlete is a student who is or has participated in middle or high school interscholastic or related activities such as cheerleader, manager or statistician.

B. Participation means to have taken part in any activity related to that team or sport.

C. Extra-Curricular Activity- Any interscholastic athletic contest, club organization or activity in which students of the Groveport Madison School District participate.

D. Co-Curricular Activities- Any curricular class that goes beyond the school day, including but not limited to choir, marching band, concert band and jazz band.

9.
STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES


All athletes are students first.  Athletes are expected to abide by the standards set forth in the student handbook presented to them at the beginning of the school year.  Violation of the student code of conduct is also a violation of the athletic regulations consequences may include denial of participation privileges.


All school administrative disciplinary actions take precedent over athletics, which may include denying of the privilege of participation for a stated period of time.  The Principal and/or Athletic Director at his/her discretion, may also deny participation privileges for repeated school violations.

10.
HAZING


Hazing activities of any type are inconsistent with the educational process and shall be prohibited at all times.  No administrator, faculty member, or other employee of the school district shall encourage, permit, condone, or tolerate any hazing activities.  No student, including leaders of student organizations, shall plan, encourage, or engage in any hazing.


Hazing is defined as doing an act or coercing another, including the victim, to do any act of initiation into any student or other organization that causes or creates a substantial risk of causing mental or physical harm to any person.  Permission, consent, or assumption of risk by an individual subjected to hazing does not lessen the prohibition contained in this policy.


Administrators, faculty members, students, and all other employees who fail to abide by this policy may be subject to disciplinary action, and may be liable for civil and criminal penalties in accordance with Ohio law.


The contents of this policy shall be distributed in writing to all students and school district employees following its official adoption by the board of education.  

11.
FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS AND USE OF EQUIPMENT


Athletes are responsible for the care and security of all uniforms and equipment issued to them.  The uniforms and equipment remain the property of the GMHS Athletic Department.  Equipment and uniforms not returned or damaged will result in a financial penalty.  School issued uniforms and equipment are only to be worn and used during contests and practices.

12.
ATTENDANCE POLICY

Student athletes are expected to be in school the day of the activity, or the day before if the activity occurs on a non-school day.   Student athletes missing school for illness must be in attendance for ½ day (4 periods) to be eligible to participate in practice for a game on that day.  Students missing school for other reasons must be excused by the Principal or Athletic Director in order to participate that day.  If your reason for being absent is unexcused by the Principal or Athletic Director you may not compete that day.  
13. 

VACATION POLICY

Vacations by team members during the season are discouraged.  In the event that a family vacation cannot be avoided, an athlete must:


1.      Submit a Planned Absence Form.

2.
Notify the head coach in advance of the trip.

3.   Be accompanied by his/her parents.

4.   Be willing to accept change in team status (2nd team, 3rd team, etc.) when returning to the team.

14.  
DROPPING A SPORT

Once an athlete starts a sport, he/she is expected to finish the season.  An athlete who quits a sport and has participated in a sport for more than 5 days of practice, or was selected for a team after final cuts have been made, will not be permitted to participate in off-season conditioning for another sport unless approved by the Athletic Director.  An athlete will not be released from the sport started until the end of the regular season of that sport.  A student in season has made a commitment to that team for that season. While in-season, a student will not participate in another sport, in or out of school.

15.      OHSAA EJECTION POLICY FOR UNSPORTMANLIKE CONDUCT

Any student ejected for un-sportsmanlike conduct or flagrant foul shall be ineligible for contests for the next seven calendar days in the sport from which the student was ejected.  If no contests are played during this seven-day period at the same level as the ejection, the student shall be ineligible for the next football game or a minimum of two contests in any other sport.  If the ejection occurs in the last contest of the season, the student shall be ineligible for the same period.

16.
AWARD POLICY

  Head coaches will determine the criteria for earning awards for the sport and have a written policy.  The criteria for earning a letter may vary from sport to sport.  Awards will be presented at an awards night.  Failure to attend the awards night may result in forfeiture of award earned.  We recognize previous varsity letters earned at other schools.


1.
Varsity Awards:

A. The first varsity award in all sports shall be the interlocking “GM” with a sport specific pin plus a paper meritorious award.  For any additional varsity letters athletes will receive a specific sport pin to place on their original letter, a chevron and a paper meritorious award.

B. The second varsity award in all sports will be a medal of a specific sport, a chevron plus a paper meritorious award.

C. The third and fourth award in all sports will be a plaque, chevron and a paper meritorious award.

2.  Reserve Award:

A. There will be one reserve award, which will be a “JV” chevron and a paper meritorious award.

B. After the “JV” chevron has been awarded, no further reserve award, other than a paper

meritorious award, will be issued for reserve participation.

3. Freshman Award:

The freshman award in all sports will be a freshman chevron and paper meritorious award, no further freshman award other than a paper meritorious award, will be issued for freshman participation.

GROVEPORT MADISON HIGH SCHOOL

GUIDELINES FOR OVERNIGHT TRIPS
A.
The coach of a team making an overnight trip must provide parents of the players involved with the following information:


1.
Date and time of departure

2.   Date and estimated time of arrival home

3
Method of transportation.  If in private cars, include the names of ADULT drivers and team members who will be riding in each of the cars.  Adult drivers must have a copy of a current driver's license and proof of insurance on file in the athletic office.  A building administrator must approve all travel by commercial coach.

4.  Where the team will be housed.

5.  How parents may contact coaches/players by telephone in case of an emergency.

B.
Selection of hotel/motel:

1.
  Consider the location in relation to the playing site.

2.  Is it a “quiet” lodging, will athletes be able to get their sleep or is it a “party” lodging (popular with the fans or conventions).

3.   Select lodging with doors that open to an inner hallway as opposed to the outside.

C.
Checking in:

1.     Give the hotel/motel a list of names, by room, as you have assigned them.

2.
Obtain keys (or a master key) for all rooms so you and/or adult chaperones can conduct room checks.

3.
Indicate the individual who the hotel/motel should contact in case of any concerns or emergencies, i.e. the coaches.

4.
Provide the team members with your room and telephone number.

5.
Inform athletes that travel bags/suitcases are subject to your inspection and conduct such an inspection, if appropriate.

6.
Meet with all team members and inform them of rules and expectations including, but not limited

to:

a.
No players are permitted to depart the hotel/motel without an approved adult chaperone or coach.

b.
No students other than team members, managers, statisticians, etc. are permitted in assigned rooms.

c.
Establish time for curfew - no athletes permitted to depart rooms after curfew without permission from the coach.

d.
Establish time for “lights out”.

e.
Regardless of the hotel/motel policy, no athletes are permitted to use the lodging's swimming pool without approved adult chaperone or coach.

D.
During your stay:

1.
Use the keys (master key) to conduct room checks.

2.
Check with management to see if there are any problems with your athletes.

3.
In no case should any athlete be left in the hotel/motel or be permitted to depart the hotel/motel without adult supervision.
