We only have 14 days of school left and it is important that we all stay focused and make the most
ofthem. We need students to come to school each day with a positive attitude ready to learn.
Parents can help by making sure your child gets plenty of rest, stays on a schedule, and comes to
school on time.

Attendance Fact - Research shows that missing 10 percent of the school, or about 18 days in
most school districts, negatively affects a student's academic performance. That is just two days a
month and that's known as chronic absence.

Congratulations to Jociana Bagley, Spencer Bray, Logan Carter, and Genesis Goddard
for graduating from the STEP Program! We are very proud of you :))

The STEP Program is a whole child approach to raising achievement levels in elementary school.
Its primary purpose is to improve physical literacy with the outcomes being significant
improvement in academic progress, behavior and self-regulation, participation, peer-to-peer
mteraction and self-confidence.

STEP is delivered as a 1-1 intervention in school for 10 minutes twice per day. Students are
mentored through the STEP Program by school staff who complete comprehensive training. The
Program is delivered through an online platform which assigns each student 2 specific physical
tasks to complete during their 10-minute session. There is no additional preparation or follow up
work required by the STEP Coach outside the session. Once they have scored the student's
performance, STEP's adaptive learning software then determines what skill the student will work
on in the following session.

The exercises students complete all contain 1 or more tasks centered on balance, eye-tracking
(focus), and/or coordnation. Each student's journey through STEP is as unique as they are with
the software continually adjusting to suit the individual participant's pace and needs. Being
individualized means that students experience being part of a success-cycle, and as they make
progress they are challenged by increasingly complex tasks. Each student completes STEP for 2
school years.
